Mississippi State Study -November 2005 -  Visual turfgrass 
assessment immediately after repair showed that tools with methods 
that push turf material towards the center of the ball mark tended to 
result in the highest quality of repair. Ball mark diameter 1 wk after repair 
continued to show that tools designed to push healthy turf forward had 
a smaller damaged area than tools designed to lift soil.

Texas A&M Study - October 2007  -  GreenFix measurably 
outperformed a long tong tool in 9 out of 10 (90%) tests determining ball 
mark size and recovery on both tifdwarf and creeping bentgrass greens.

Purdue Study - June 2007  -  The GreenFix was measured to be 
superior in 117 of 120 (98%) tests comparing it to standard long tong 
tools, angled long tong tools, a traditional tee and an unrepaired mark. 
Comparisons were done on both soft and firm surfaces and green 
smoothness and scar diameter at set intervals were compared.

Kansas State Study - Fall 2004  -  A recent study conducted by 
Kansas State University revealed that using a traditional long-tine ball 
mark repair tool, in the lifting, twisting, jabbing method most people use, 
can result in days to recovery of 38 or more, where a short-tine tool and 
pushing method of repair can heal a mark in seven to ten days.

How to GreenFix a Ball MarkHow to GreenFix a Ball Mark

The long, sharp blades damage the roots, kill the grass 
and create ugly dead brown spots.

Even When Used Properly!

The GreenFix Wizard into the outside rim of the ball mark 
crater. Push the turf back to the centre from 12, 3, 6 and 
9  o’clock positons. Don’t jab lift or twist the grass turf.

That kills the grass.

Finish by tapping the surface flat with the putter head

Tips for using GreenFix

GreenFix Divot Tools represent an all new method of ball 
mark repair.  As such you may have difficulty using tool 
the first few times.  Remember to PUSH ONLY AT A 45 
DEGREE ANGLE.  Do not twist, lift or jab. This is 
sometimes easier said than done as bad habits are hard 
to break.  Do not get discouraged.  You will quickly find 
the ideal distance behind ball mark to push and achieve 
optimum closure and repair.  Trial and error will quickly 
give way to perfect ball mark repair every time.

GreenFix Divot Tools  will behave differently with 
different grasses and moisture levels.  Once again with a 
little trial and error, you will find the optimum method of 
repair. 

With very deep , moist ball marks it  may be necessary 
to make a couple of passes around ball mark to achieve 
closure.

On very dry greens, it may be necessary at very end of 
repair to do a small lift to achieve a smooth, level putting 
surface.   This is fine, as any damage will be limited to 
the surface area.

Never replace grass that was torn out.  It is better to 
stretch healthy grass over ball mark.  Full recovery will 
occur quicker using this method .
